SBCC MONTHLY UPDATE

SOCIAL AND BEHAVIOUR CHANGE COMMUNICATION PROGRAMME,

Purulia, West Bengal.

Key activities in December 2009

» 11,281 families were contacted by
animators and village volunteers (VVs) for
IPC during December 2009. Total families
contacted for IPC during the year 2009 were
1,22,304 against targeted 1,07,000 families.

» Families belonging to  marginalized
communities contacted for IPC by caste:

e 2,141 (19.37%) were ST families (Mandi,
Mura, Sing Sardar and Hansda);

e 1,767 (15.66%) were SC families (Suri,
Bouri, Rajwar, Sahis, Muchi, Roy);

e 397 (3.60%) Muslim (Ansari, Mirdha,
Hague) families and the remaining
belonged to the general categories.

» 62 VICs formed during this month (total 772
VICs formed during the year 2009).

» Members of 46 VICs were trained to
conduct SBCC activities by engaging fellow
villagers (318 VICs were sensitized since
June 2009).

» 685 households were identified which are
willing to construct sanitary latrines. Total
6,745 families were motivated to construct
sanitary latrines during the year 2009.

» 124 households agreed to use sanitary
latrines as a result of IPC.

» 19 out of 97 school dropout girls were
motivated to go back to primary schools in
December 2009. A total of 414 girls were
assisted to go back to school out of 928
identified dropout girls during the year
2009.

ooperation of SBCC with health

department at Bhagaband GP, Barabazar
Block. 37 participants including BMOH, BPHN,
Health supervisors, ANM, AWW and ASHA
worker participated in the GP Health meeting
where SBCC team was invited to initiate
discussions on 5 key behaviours. This
convergence meeting was organized by Health
department and the BMOH discussed the role
of health workers in spreading messages on
safe practices. It was emphasised that ANM,
AWW and ASHA workers should always remind
the diarrhea patients and the persons
accompanying them about the importance of
handwashing with soap. A thorough discussion
on the importance of sanitary toilet use

motivated the AWW and ASHA workers who
agreed to construct the same and to deposit
required money at CDPO'’s office at the earliest.

GP level sensitization meeting
emphasised on Sanitary Toilet
construction. On 26 December 2009 a GP
Sensitisation meeting was conducted at
Kalabani GP of Hura Block which was attended
by 50 persons including SHG mothers, PRI
members, Pradhan, Upapradhan, GP officials,
AWW, ANM, School teacher and VIC members.
GP Pradhan Mr. Biswanath Mahato presided
over the meeting. Discussion took place on
certain diseases like Diarrhea, Typhoid,
Dysentery, Hepatitis etc. where the importance
of washing hands with soap before eating food,
after defecation and after the cleaning of child’s
feces was emphasized. The GP Pradhan hailed
the initiative of SBCC team that motivated 893
families from 9 BCC villages of the GP to
construct sanitary toilets. The GP reported to
have collected Rs.2.83 Lakh from these families
in order to start the construction of toilets. All
the participants in the meeting took oath to
construct sanitary toilets in every house and
make Kalabani GP a ‘Nirmal GP’ within one
year.

BCC mela at Senabona village of
Sirkabaid GP, Arsha Block. On 22
December, Senabona Nivedita Guchha Samity

people participated. Several display and food
stalls were set up in the mela premises in which



the information Kiosk put up by the Block SBCC
Cell was very colourful and display on 5 key
bahaviours were made with banners, posters
and other IEC materials. Several pathanatika
(street theatre), Boul, Jhumur, and Tusu song
performances were conducted to disseminate
information on 5 key behaviours to the large
gathering of people. Games were organised for
local children to encourage their participation.
At the time of lunch all the people washed their
hands with soap before taking meal. The Block
Administration announced the names of the

awardees for 8 each of VIC's who made
significant contribution in spreading messages
of SBCC, SBCC families, re-enrolled girl in
school and mothers who actively worked
towards strengthening the SBCC’s activities in
their villages. Number of visitors were motivated
by seeing these activites and vowed to
participate in the SBCC activities in future.

Parents agreed to send their children to
school at Sankra village of JJ - | GP, Para
Block. On 18 December, during IPC at Bouri
para in Sankra village, 42 dropped out girls
were identified in 163 families. Most of the
earning members of these families go to work in
brick fields as a daily wage labourers. The
SBCC team had put up their best efforts to
organize several mothers meetings, parents
meetings, and meetings with PRI and VICs in
order to make the guardians realize the
importance of education for their female
children. At the time of IPC Smt. Mana
Chakraborty a Karmadhkshya of Sissu and Nari
Kalyan who is also a VIC member, was present
to motivate the guardians to re-admit their
children in the schools.

Primary School agreed to carry forward the
initiative to ensure the readmission of other
girls.

nvitation to attend hand holding training for
SHGs at Lakhra GP, Puncha Block.

GP administration organized a two days hand
holding training for all SHGs under the SGSY
programme where Puncha Block SBCC team
was invited to share information on 5 key
behaviours with special emphasis on sanitary
toilet use. The importance of sanitary latrine
was explained in details with the help of
available IEC materials like pictorial chart, flash
card, flip chart etc. The impact of such
motivating lecture was realized immediately as
following the training

Programme, 39 SHG members (all belonging to
ST community) of 4 SHGs deposited money to
the GP office to install latrines in their houses. It
is to be noted that all these women belong to
BPL families.
